Under the Achievement Level (AL) system, to reduce fine
differentiation among students, Foundation subject grades will be
graded in 3 scoring bands from AL A to C, with a corresponding
raw mark range as shown.

Like Standard subject ALs, the Foundation subject ALs will reflect
a student’s level of achievement, rather than how they have
performed relative to their peers.

If students are offering subjects at a
different level, they may be allocated new classes.

At the end of PS5, the school will decide if a student
will benefit from offering subjects at Foundation level
(vs at the end of P4, parents having a choice).

Offering subjects at Foundation level is_not a disadvantage to the
students. It enables them to focus on building up strong fundamentals in
these subjects and better prepares them for progression to secondary
school.
